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What is a Consolidated Plan?  
 
The Consolidated Plan is a collaborative process whereby a community establishes a 

unified vision for community development actions.  It offers local jurisdictions the 
opportunity to shape the various housing and community development programs 
into effective, coordinated neighborhood and community development strategies.  

It also creates the opportunity for strategic planning and citizen pa rticipation to 
take place in a comprehensive context, and to reduce duplication of effort at the 

local level.  
 
The Consolidated Plan approach is also the means to meet the submission 

requirements for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME 
Investment Partnerships (HOME), Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG), and Housing 

Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPW A) formula programs.  This process 
replaces prior CPD planning and submission requirements with a single document 
that satisfies the submission requirements of the four CPD formula programs for 

local jurisdictions:  
 

ì Community Development Block Grant (CDB G).   These funds are used for a 
variety of community development, neighborhood revitalization, or economic 

development programs, with the intent of assisting low and moderate income 
people and improving deteriorated areas.  

 

ì HOME Investment Partnerships P rogram (HOME).   HOME funds are used 
specifically for housing related projects, such as first - time homebuyers assistance 

or housing rehabilitation.  These funds are received directly from HUD by the 
Cuyahoga Housing Consortium on behalf of its five partner jurisdictions. The 
Cuyahoga County Urban County is the lead administrative entity for the 

Consortium.  
 

ì Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG).   Based upon HUD formulas, Lakewood and 
the Urban County receive ESG funds directly from HUD.  These funds are 
intended t o assist persons and families who are homeless or at - risk of 

homelessness.  The funds can be spent in any community in Cuyahoga County.  
 

ì Housing Opportunities for Persons With AIDS (HOPWA).   Within Ohio, 
only the State of Ohio and the City of Cleveland receive HOPWA funds from HUD.  
The State then awards funds to communities and organizations on a competitive 

basis, except within Cuyahoga County and surrounding counties, which is 
handled thr ough the City of Cleveland.  The funds can be spent in any community 

in Cuyahoga County.  
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Goals of the Consolidated Plan  
 
The statutes for the formula grant programs set forth three basic goals against 
which the plan and the jurisdictionôs performance under the plan will be evaluated 

by HUD.  Each jurisdictionôs plan must state how it will pursue these goals for all 
community development programs, as well as all housing programs.  These 

statutory program goals are:  
 
DECENT HOUSING -  -  which includes:  

 
 assisting homeless persons obtain affordable housing;  

 assisting persons at risk of becoming homeless;  
 retaining the affordable housing stock;  
 increasing the availability of affordable permanent housing in standard 

condition to low - income and moderate - inco me families, particularly to 
members of disadvantaged minorities without discrimination on the basis 

of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, familial status, or disability;  
 increasing the supply of supportive housing which includes structural 

featu res and services to enable persons with special needs (including 

persons with HIV/AIDS) to live in dignity and independence; and  
 providing affordable housing that is accessible to job opportunities.  

 
A SUITABLE LIVING ENVIRONMENT -  -  which includes:  
 

 improving the safety and livability of neighborhoods;  
 eliminating blighting influences and the deterioration of property and 

facilities;  
 increasing access to quality public and private facilities and services;  
 reducing the isolation of income groups with in areas through spatial 

deconcentration of housing opportunities for lower income persons and 
the revitalization of deteriorating neighborhoods;  

 restoring and preserving properties of special historic, architectural, or 
aesthetic value; and  

 conserving e nergy resources  and use of renewable energy sources .   
 
EXPANDED ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITIES -  -  which includes:  

 
 job creation and retention;  

 establishment, stabilization and expansion of small businesses (including 
micro -businesses);  

 the provision of public services concerned with employment;  

 the provision of jobs to low - income persons living in areas affected by 
those programs and activities, or jobs resulting from carrying out 

activities under programs covered by the plan;  
 availability of mortgage financi ng for low - income persons at reasonable 

rates using non -discriminatory lending practices;  

 access to capital and credit for development activities that promote the 
long - term economic and social viability of the community; and  
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 empowerment and self -sufficien cy for low - income persons to reduce 
generational poverty in federally assisted housing and public housing.  

 
 

Consolidated Plan Submission Schedule  
 

A complete consolidated plan contains information required by §91.200 through 
§91.230 submitted according to instructions prescribed by HUD (including tables 
and narratives), or in such other format as jointly agreed upon by HUD and the 

jurisdiction.  The  complete consolidated plan is d ue every three to five year s no less 
than 45 days prior to the start of the granteeôs program year start date.  A 

summary of the citizen participation and consultation process, the action plan, and 
the certifications must be submitted on an annual basis.  HUD does not accept 
plans between August 15 and November 15.  

 
 

HUD Income Definitions  
 
HUD funding is intended to assist individuals and families that are Alow and moderate 

income. @  HUD defines these categories based upon th e income of the household, adjusted 

for family size.  Exhibit XXX  provides the current income limits for qualifying for HUD 

programs, using a family of four as an example.

The Cuyahoga Housing Consortium  
 

During 1991, the City of Cleveland Heights, the City of Euclid, and the Cuyahoga County 

Department of Development, then representing 43 communities known as the Cuyahoga 

County Urban County, prepared separate Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategies  

(CHASes).  During early 1992, these three jurisdictions received approval from HUD to form 

the Cuyahoga Housing Consortium.  Over the next several years, both the City of Lakewood 

and the City of Parma receive d HUD approval to join the Consortium (Map XX ) . In 2009, 

the Consortium represents more than 8 00,000 persons in 54 communities , or more than  

60% of all Cuyahoga County residents.   

 
The Consortium is governed by a seven -member Board consisting of the Mayor s of 

Cleveland Heights, Euclid, Lakewood, and Parma, along with the three Cuyahoga County 
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Commissioners.  The primary reason these jurisdictions formed a consortium was to enable 

them to recei ve HOME funds jointly from HUD.  That decision has brought hundr eds of 

thousands of dollars annually for l ocal housing programs.  The amount of money that could 

be received by the group is greater than the amount of money that could be received by the 

individual jurisdictions directly from HUD.  The Urban County, wheth er or not it was part of 

a consortium, would receive a direct allocation of HOME funds from HUD.  In contrast, due 

to the small amount of their allocations, Cleveland Heights, Euclid, Lakewood, and Parma 

could only receive funds directly from HUD if they j oined with a larger entity or competed 

for funds through the State of Ohio's HOME allocation.  Cleveland Heights, Euclid, 

Lakewood, and Parma decided to become partners in a consortium.  Actions taken as the 

Cuyahoga Housing Consortium do not affect CDBG a llocations or allocations of other federal 

funds to the individual members.  

 

In addition to the ability to receive HOME funds, the Consortium take s advantage of the fact 

that 5 4 communities within Cuyahoga County are  working together as part of the 

Consoli dated Plan process.  The Consortium use s this opportunity to ensure broader 

planning and coordination on affordable housing issues within Cuyahoga County.  The 

following CDBG entitlement communities are not members of the Consortium and file 

Consolidated P lan documents directly with HUD: Cleveland and East Cleveland.

COMMUNITY PROFILE  
 

This section provides an overview of the demographic s, socio -economic  characteristics , and 

housing market  of the community members of the Cuyahoga Ho using Consortium.  It 

includes information on all five member jurisdictions of the Cons ortium (Cleveland Heights, 

Euclid, Lakewood, Parma, and the Cuyahoga County Urban County).    

 

 

NOTE 1:  Due to the large population represented within the Consortium, approximately 

80 8,000 of the 1. 28  million Cuyahoga County residents, as well as the fact that Cuyahoga 

County is by far the most populous county in Ohio, the data analysis utilizes Cuyahoga 

County as a benchmark.  Larger jurisdictional boundaries such as the State of Ohio are not 

used.  

 

NOTE 2:   In 1999, the Cuyahoga Urban County included 46 member communities.  By 

2009, th e number of member communities had risen to 50.   All data comparisons are made 

by using the 2009 Cuyahoga Urban County roster for all points in time.  

 

NOTE 3:  The  Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy (CHAS) 2000 Data Book was  

produced by the U. S. Census Bureau for HUD in 2003/2004.  The CHAS Data Book  is cited 

as a source in some exhibits.   The data for the Urban County will be an approximation, due 

to the  minor roster changes of the Cuyahoga Urban County between the creation of the 

CHAS Data Book  and the current 2009 roster of member communities.  
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NOTE 4:   Since the 2000 Census, the U.S. Census Bureau has introduced the American 

Community Survey.  This pro ject is intended to provide socioeconomic data on an ongoing 

basis.  As of 2009 however, the ACS data is only available for communities with a 

population of 25,000 or more.   The ACS is cited as a source in some exhibits.  In these 

instances, the Cuyahoga U rban County data was developed in the following manner.  First, 

large communities not part of the Cuyahoga Urban County were subtracted from Cuyahoga 

County totals (Cleveland, Cleveland Heights, East Cleveland, Euclid, Lakewood, and Parma).  

The remainder includes the 50  Cuyahoga Urban County communities plus three  non -

Cuyahoga Urban County communities: Brecksville, Chagrin Falls Village, and Hunting Valley.  

These three  communities could not be subtracted from the totals because the ir population is 

below t he ACS threshold of 25,000.   These three  communities have a combined 2008  

estimated population of about 17,000 , which is  about 2%  of the Cuyahoga Urban County's 

2008  estimated population of 808,620 .  The small percentage represented by these three  

communities does not have a significant effect on the Cuyahoga Urban County data.  

 

 

Community History  
 

The communities that comprise the Cuyahoga Housing Consortium, because of their 

locations throughout Cuyahoga County, developed during several distinct time periods.  The 

City of Cleveland is considered the core of the county.  As Cleveland grew rapidly during the 

latter half of the 19th century and the first part of the 20th century, the population 

expanded outward into areas adjacent to the central city .  The installation of utility lines, 

paved streets, and streetcar service made it easier to live in this first ring.  Consortium 

members with a significant amount of housing construction during the 1910's, 1920's, and 

1930's include Lakewood, Cleveland He ights, Bratenahl, Newburgh Heights, and Shaker 

Heights.   

 

After World War II, a variety of factors created a rapid distribution of population throughout 

Cuyahoga County.  The influences included the crowded conditions in Cleveland, where the 

population pe aked at over 900,000 in 1950; public sector policies such as the ability of 

veterans to obtain favorable mortgage financing for single - family home purchases; and 

efforts to create a freeway network.  Consortium members in this middle ring of suburbs, 

which  experienced significant growth during the 1940ôs, 1950's and 1960's, included Bay 

Village, Brook Park, Brooklyn, Euclid, Fairview Park, Garfield Heights, Lyndhurst, Maple 

Heights, Parma, Parma Heights, South Euclid, University Heights, and Warrensville He ights.  

As the population continued to disperse throughout the county, outer ring suburbs showed 

significant growth during the 1970's, 1980's, and 1990's, such as Consortium members 

North Royalton, Solon, Strongsville, and Westlake.  

 

During the 1990ôs, the first ring and middle ring communities generally increased or 

decreased only slightly in population.  Many of these communities have only a limited 

amount of land that is not developed.  Slight population declines are reflective of the 

national trend of f ewer persons per household.  The outer ring suburbs continued to grow in 

population during the 1990's, due to the availability of vacant land for new housing 

construction.  

 
Since 2000, significant new housing construction has occurred in limited areas of s uburban 

Cuyahoga County.  For example, housing subdivisions continued to be developed in Olmsted 

Township.  In contrast, first ring communities such as Cleveland Heights, Lakewood, and 

Shaker Heights have been the location for new housing based on redevelo pment of land.
