The Flag Code states, “The flag, when it is in such condition
that it is no longer a fitting emblem for display, should be
destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by burning.” You can
also contact your local Elks Lodge (who created the idea of
Flag Day, established officially by President Truman, himself
a member of the Elks), the American Legion, or the Knights
of Columbus.

FLAG-AQS

The flag should never be used as wearing apparel,
bedding, or drapery. However, a flag patch may be affixed
to the uniform of military personnel, firemen, policemen,
and members of patriotic organizations. Therefore, the lapel
flag pin being a replica should be worn on the left lapel near
the heart.

TIt should not be embroidered on such articles as
cushions or handkerchiefs and the like.

1t should not be printed or otherwise impressed on
paper napkins or boxes.

¥The flag should never have placed upon it, nor on
any part of it, nor attached to it any mark, insignia,
letter, word, figure, design, picture, or drawing of
any nature.

TNo part of the flag should ever be used as a costume
or athletic uniform.

+The usual size of a flag used at home is 3'x5". A
casket flag is 9-1/2'x5".

$The flag should never be displayed with the union
down, except as a signal of dire distress in instances
of extreme danger to life or property.

TModern flag retirement ceremonies, often held
annually on Flag Day, sometimes feature the symbolic
burning of a single flag (cotton or wool) and the
burial of the others. This is both safe and respectful.

TDisplaying the flag horizontally at football games is a
violation of the Flag Code, which states, “the flag
should never be carried flat or horizontally, but
always aloft and free.”

Keep in mind that throughout the world the American flag
has been used in public discourse to refer to the United
States, not only as a nation, state, government, and set of
policies, but also as a set of ideals. By showing respect for
the U.S. flag, we are showing our sincere and deep respect
for the United States of America.
